LADIES /GENTS FULL PLAYING (Previously ORDINARY MEMBER)

All members of this category can access the green at any time, unless directed otherwise by the Green Convenor.  They can play in all club competitions and represent the club in local, regional and national qualifiers and events (see note on page 1 for players who are members of other clubs). Members of this Category have the right to vote at meetings and are eligible to be voted on to The Management Committee and/or serve on Sub Committees.  £200
FIRST YEAR MEMBER – Have the same rights as Full Playing Members in their first year of bowling and pay a reduced fee of TBC
RESTRICTED PLAYING - Restricted Members will have no right or interest in the assets of the Club. They will not be eligible to stand for election to the Management Committee but may serve on Sub Committees.  They will not be entitled to vote at General Meetings.  They will be permitted to bowl up to a maximum of ten times per season in friendly games or in Wappenshaw competitions.  They will not be permitted to enter Club competitions nor represent the Club in external matches. £75
NON-PLAYING – (Previously Associated Members) – Non-playing Members will have no rights or interests in the assets of the club.  They will not be eligible for the election to the Management Committee but may serve on the Sub-Committees.  They will not be entitled to vote at General Meetings and are not permitted to play bowls on the club Green £35

INTERMEDIATE - A person between the age of twelve and twenty inclusive may be admitted as an Intermediate Member but may only continue their membership as Adult Full Members for the season following their twenty first birthday. Intermediate Members may be admitted to Adult Full Members at the sole discretion of the Management Committee but must have been an Intermediate Member of the Club for a minimum of twelve months before making an application. An Intermediate Member will have no right or interest in the assets of the Club, nor will they have any voting rights. £100

JUNIOR - A person up to the age of twelve may be admitted as a Junior Member but require parental consent and upon attaining the age of twelve, may opt to become an Intermediate Member.  A Junior Member will have no right or interest in the assets of the Club, nor will they have any voting rights. When a Junior Member is admitted as an Intermediate Member their subscription will be half that of Adult Full Members until they reach the age of twenty-one. £5
